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Introduction

National Institute of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and Management, Thanjavur (NIFTEM-T), formerly
Indian Institute of Food Processing Technology (IIFPT), is an academic institution with Institute of National
Importance (INI) status, functioning under the Ministry of Food Processing Industries (MoFPI), Government of
India at Thanjavur, Tamil Nadu.

Dr. V. Subrahmanyan an eminent scientist and founder Director, Central Food Technological Research
Institute, Mysore, started Paddy Processing Research Centre (PPRC) in 1967 as R & D laboratory with the aim
to give solutions to the paddy farming community in preserving high moisture paddy and its post-harvest
processing. In the Budget Speech of 2006-07, Hon'ble Union Finance Minister announced the intention of the
Government to upgrade erstwhile PPRC to a National Institute. So, the institute was renamed as Indian Institute
of Crop Processing Technology in February 2008. With growing demands from various stakeholders, the institute
broadens its activities in all areas of the food processing sector. Since the scope of the institution expands further
from postharvest processing to food processing and value addition of foods, the Honorable Union Minister of
Food Processing Industries has rechristened IICPT as Indian Institute of Food Processing Technology (IIFPT) on
315 March 2017 and align all its activities following the mission of the Ministry of Food Processing Industries,
Government of India. In its upgraded form, NIFTEM-T gives solutions to all food processing areas including food
packaging and testing services, food nanotechnology, cold chain, grain processing, computational modelling
of food processing systems, 3-D printing of foods, fusion foods, designer foods, non-thermal food processing
technologies, fish, meat and dairy products processing through intensive research and development activities.
The institute has the National Accreditation Board for Testing and Calibration Laboratories (NABL) accredited
food quality testing laboratory which is also notified Food Safety and Standards Authority of India (FSSAI) Referral
Food Laboratory.

In February 2019, the National Institutes of Food Technology Entrepreneurship and Management Bill, 2019 was
introduced in the Rajya Sabha. The bill aimed at granting Institute of National Importance (INI) status to IIFPT,
Thanjavur, Tamil Nadu and National Institute of Food Technology Entrepreneurship and Management (NIFTEM),
Kundli, Haryana, to provide more financial and academic autonomy. The National Institutes of Food Technology,
Entrepreneurship and Management Act, 2021 was published in the Gazette of India on 30" July 2021 and the
name of IIFPT has been changed to National Institute of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and Management,
Thanjavur (NIFTEM-T). The Institute began offering degree courses at graduate, post graduate and doctoral
levels in Food Process Engineering from 2009-10 academic year. It offers academic programmes in B.Tech. (Food
Technology), M.Tech. (Food Technology) Food Process Technology, M.Tech. (Food Technology) Food Process
Engineering, M.Tech. (Food Technology) Food Safety and Quality Assurance, Ph.D. (Food Technology) Food Process
Technology and Ph.D. (Food Technology) Food Process Engineering. The annual intake of students includes 90
students in B.Tech. (Food Technology), 12 students in each of the M.Tech. programmes and 8 students in each of
the Ph.D. programmes.

NIFTEM-T has set up its Liaison Offices at Bathinda, Punjab and Guwahati, Assam to give technical consultancy
services and skill development training to the local communities in food processing. Liaison Offices help expand
the horizon and visibility to serve more to the stakeholders and disseminate the latest technologies to the
unreached masses. Infrastructure such as food processing trainings cum Incubation centre, training class rooms,
trainees hostel and office room were set up to serve for the stakeholders at these Liaison Offices.

In pursuance of its goals, NIFTEM-T has forged strong links with and between the scientific and industrial
community in India and abroad. The Institute has formal agreements with major R&D organizations/Universities
for collaborative research, student and faculty exchange programs.
